Preparation Procedure

Stainless steel MARINE GRADE 316: and Chrome work

We suggest a very mild wash with PHOSPHORIC ACID mix.

See appendices sheet from APPLIED CHEMICALS.

If your surface is not badly corroded and only stained use Tuff Prep™ with terry towel pad to remove rust staining and contaminates and follow with Right Rinse™ and Simple Prep™ to further clean and neutralise the surface.

Follow with a water rinse and drying.
If highly polished stainless then re-polish as required and clean with Right Rinse™ and Simple Prep™ after any solvent cleaning, these take polishing soaps and waxes from the surface. .

Wash down with 50/50 mix ACETONE /METHYLATED SPIRITS.

Important note: When preparing and coating in exterior locations or interior locations where ambient conditions of salt air/humidity or fallout from the atmosphere are likely, then coating operations need to be structured in such a way that these previously prepared areas are not contaminated prior to Nyalic® coating.

It is good practice to prepare and coat in small areas and then move on to another area adjacent so that as you clean, you coat. This is especially important in marine environments where salt air is always present.

Your particular method will depend on local circumstances and care should also be taken that when multiple coats of Nyalic® are to be applied that cleaning down with fresh water may be required between coats to remove atmospheric fallout that has occurred since the initial coat.

Allow to dry in a booth (if available) or use heat gun - even a hair dryer to completely dry.
